 Welcome to Teddy Bear Camp 2010. Camp will begin Wednesday June 9th at 9:00 A.M. We look forward to welcoming your children. They will enjoy a variety of activities including; arts and crafts, story time, outdoor games, music and science experiences.  A schedule of our themes is available on line at www.teddybearcamp.com This year we are happy to announce the addition of our early bird and after camp care program. Early bird is available starting at 7:45 each morning and can be added on a weekly basis or drop in (with notice).After camp care will be available until 4 p.m each day also available on a weekly or drop in basis.

Each week will have a photo gallery at our website where you can view shots of the week’s fun and games. The site will be updated each weekend. Please remember to send in your completed emergency contact forms and permission slips. In addition to your completed forms a current health form is required for each camper. A copy of this can be obtained from your child’s school or doctor’s office. We need these forms before your child’s first day of camp.   

Teddy Bear Camp is located at Satterlee Hall, St Albans Parish, 3001 Wisconsin Ave, NW Washington DC.

We will be using the church school classrooms located on the lower level of Satterlee Hall and sharing the playground with St. Alban’s early childhood center. This year we will partner with the early childhood center to bring performers such as Blue Sky Puppet Theater Company and The Great Zucchini to entertain our campers.

DIRECTIONS:

St Alban’s Episcopal Church is located next to the Washington National Cathedral at the corner of Massachusetts and Wisconsin Avenues NW.

From Points North:

Take Wisconsin Ave south towards Washington DC.  St. Albans Church is on the left side - one half block before the intersection of Mass Ave. Make a left on to Lych Gate road. Lych Gate road is the entrance with the “covered bridge”. St. Albans church is on the left and the door to Satterlee hall is on the right. Teachers will be available at the door at 8:45 A.M to greet your child and take them from the car to their groups. Parking is very limited so we encourage you to avail of the drop off line.

Please help us make our carpool flow smoothly so as not to block traffic. 

You can help us by staying in your car. Teachers will come and take your child out. Have a pre arranged goodbye plan with your child such as a “high five” or “thumbs up” signal. 

Please do not be alarmed if your child is crying: it never lasts very long. In the event of a very distressed child we will call you for assistance.

You may like to consider carpooling with a friend – please email us and we can put you in touch with people in your neighborhood.

On the first day please bring:

· A tote bag suitable for bringing home art projects. Bags stay at camp and go home on Friday.

· A change of clothing. Please label all clothing.

· A bathing suit and towel. 

· Sunscreen marked with your child’s name – please apply before camp and we will reapply as needed.

· Medications such as Eppi pens should be placed in a zip-lock bag and clearly labeled with your Child’s name. Teachers will carry these with them at all times. All teachers are First Aid and CPR certified.

· Lunch Buncher’s: Please bring lunch in a labeled bag or lunch box. There is no refrigeration available for lunches so please include a freezer pack with lunch.

· Drop in lunch bunch will be available at a cost of $15 per day per child.
In order to keep all our campers safe Teddy Bear Camp will be PEANUT FREE.
At the end of the day we will have your child waiting with teachers at the door of Satterlee Hall. Carpool starts at 11:50 A.M and 1:50P.M  for full day/lunch bunch.
